More than 
450 species of birds are known to live here. The park also serves as a sanctuary for Rothschild 
giraffes and both white and black rhinoceros, among many other animal species.  This is also an 
excellent place to see gazelle, leopards, impalas and hippos.  You will encounter many of them as 
you explore the Malaika Waterfall, beautiful Lake Nakuru and the surrounding forests.  In the 
evening, you will enjoy splendid views from the Lake Nakuru Sopa Lodge, designed to blend in with 
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the terrain.  The rustic African decor perfectly blends comfort with adventure, and the restaurant 
offers the finest in local and international cuisines in a relaxed setting.

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Day 4: Enjoy morning and afternoon game drives at Maasai Mara National Reserve.                    
Morning and afternoon game driving tours will lead you to some of Africa's giraffes, its largest lion 
prides, hyenas, herds of zebra, antelopes, buffalo, wildebeest, and cheetahs. Between the months of 
July and October, the Mara is famous for the Great Migration, when awe-inspiring numbers of zebra, 
4ÈÏÍÓÏÎȭÓ ÇÁÚÅÌÌÅ ÁÎÄ ×ÉÌÄÅÂÅÅÓÔ ÍÏÖÅ ÉÎÔÏ ÔÈÅ area.
